When an exception occurs, the exception must be addressed at the next leadership meeting.  If questions arise with any report, they should be directed to the Treasurer and Chair.  The leadership members are required to bring the issue up to a section leadership meeting.
We also discussed the secretary’s report and agreed on the following:  The secretary’s report is issued after each meeting.  All reports are automatically approved with the publishing of the next report unless there is an exception.  When an exception occurs, the exception must be addressed at the next leadership meeting.  If question arises with any report, the exception should be directed to the Secretary and Chair.  The leadership members are required to bring the issue up to a section leadership meeting.  The meeting minutes must be issued within 30 days of a meeting and published to the website.

Both of these processes will be reviewed against Robert’s Rules by Vicky.  She will report back if there are any problems.

Brad provided the membership statistics of 3 new members and the unpaid member’s list-
Larry moved to adjourn at 8:13 p.m.  Seconded by Brad.  The meeting was adjourned.
